Founded in 1984, House of Hope exists to help people bridge periods of crisis in their lives. 
People come to House of Hope’s four locations across Martin County to ease the pain of hunger; to request help with rent, utilities, and medicine; to receive clothing and furniture; and to connect with other vital services to help bring economic stability to their lives.

Requests for assistance have soared more than 80 percent since the start of the economic downturn in 2008, putting a great strain on the safety net House of Hope provides.
House of Hope is the largest provider of food to the hungry in Martin County. In the past year, the agency gave out 179 tons of food – the equivalent of about 280,000 meals. One-third of this amount feeds hungry children. Low-wage workers and fixed-income seniors depend on the food pantry to help fill the gaps of what they are able to afford. 
When people are trying to stretch their scarce dollars, being able to receive food from House of Hope is a great relief.
